Board of Trustees (BOT) Meeting

Teri Nau, Talbert House. Community Based Opioid Sessions. City funded initiative to conduct, 20 community based sessions with a maximum of 30 people and each of these will leave with their own kit; looking for partners and participants. Mark Manley motion to hold this session for our residents. We can probably do this ourselves and are happy to partner with West End or Downtown in January. Amy seconded. Motion passed. 
Maurice and David heard about a garage next to the Findlay Market but we don’t know a lot about it. ACTION: Maurice will invite Joe Hansbauer to our January board meeting (2nd Monday at Graydon) and membership meeting (4th Monday at Rec. Center).
Denny Dellinger, Mohawk Neighborhood Development Plan. Julie Fay bought Imperial Theater in that area. They’ve been cleaning up the properties and getting to know one another. They’ve met with Cincinnati City Panning in May and have been reaching out to property owners in the area. Mohawk was recently named a new national historical district (which unlocks the possibility for tax credits) and now working to have it named a local historical district. Working with Brewery District, neighbors, city and are optimistic that by summer time they will have something to present to City Council and OTR Community Council,
Goals include: 

1. Preserve every historic bldg.

2. Infill every empty lots. (Dealing with many vacant property owners.)

3. Walkable neighborhood that integrates the arts

4. Collaboration between low income developers and for market developers.

Talk to city council and city employees about enforcing ordinances for example to clean and care for vacant properties; move the garbage cans off the sidewalks. Potentially when the housing court gets involved. ACTION: Martha will invite Marion Haynes, city legal dept. for real estate and Aftab Purevel to come and discuss the new city housing court and nuisance issues. 

The motion for approval of November Board of Trustees minutes was made by Mark. Seconded by Matt. Motion passed. ACTION: Joan will send approved BOT minutes to Bill who will post to website. 
Matt reviewed the Treasurer’s report. We have $263 of Annual Investment Grant to invest before year end and these funds do not have as many restrictions. Suggestions are Staple gift cards, Kroger gift cards, a projector or laptop for use at meetings, memberships for the kids at the Rec Center, toys for children at Contact Center.  ACTION: Mark will apply to get the 2017 NSP funds in advance. Amy motioned to spend half the AIG money for gift cards and half for membership for children at Rec Center. David second. Motion passed. ACTION: Matt will double check that all this is allowed by AIG rules and then make the purchases accordingly. 
Development Process: John Walter attended the 6-hour city planning commission meeting Friday about the Elm & Liberty. He introduced a lively discussion about process and our role and best options for influencing development in OTR. When can we have input? Very early. OTRCC needs to come forward with standard and requirements for the neighborhood, such as Inclusionary zoning, affordable housing, parking. Affordable housing is not affordable to do without an incentive or support. OTRCC can point out if a development is inconsistent with OTR Comprehensive Plan if it does not include affordable housing. Can we consider a summit or an active part of Neighborhood Summit about the solutions for affordable housing integrated in a community. Northside brought in EPA to help develop a plan. ACTION: Each of us think about and research workable solutions to bring to our next meeting. ACTION: Joan will check with Katherine Keough-Jurs of the city is updated the OTR Housing inventory as was agreed. ACTION: Matt will reach out to Northside Community Council to learn what happen, do they have a plan, will they share it, are they working with the city better now. ACTION: Martha will talk with Oscar about coming to a BOT meeting to educate us about how we can work together on solutions. ACTION: MARTHA: Will explore Neighborhood Summit to see if they have such a session on their roster.
Bylaws: Getting close to posting proposed changes to our Bylaws on line and they will be available for comment. Then the attorney working with us will come to BOT meeting in January to discuss changes and then we’ll take them to the full membership.  Perhaps Google doc allows comments.  ACTION: Martha and Bill will try and get it sorted out.
